The T. Eaton Co, Limited (Eaton's College Street), 412-448
Yonge Street at Hayter Street, through to 49 College Stru.t (1917) 1928-33
by Ross & Macdonald; Sproat & Rolph, Associates. The Eaton's College
Street store is reconmended for designaition for architectural reasons
as a notable example (though unfinished) of the type of large scale
building using simplified classical forms that typifies commercial
design in the 19205 and 1920s. The building coordinatuws the finest
materials and workmanship with a scale rarely seen in Cinada or in the
work of Canadian architedts, The building is also important because
it effectively defines the intersection of Yompe and Collere Streets
setting the tone and scale for many of the buildings in the area.
