WHEREAS The Ontario Heritage Act, I974, authorizes

the Council of a municipality to enact by-laws to designate

real property, includ.ing alI the buildings and structures

thereon, to be of historic or architectural value or interest;

Al'D WHEREAS the Council of The Corporation of the

City of Ottawa has caused to be served upon the owner of the

lands and premises known as Union Station at 12 Rideau Street,

more particularly described in Schedule rrArr hereto, and upon

the Ontario Heritage FoundaLion, notice of intention to so

designate the aforesaid real property and has caused such

notice of intention to be published in Le Droit newspaper

having a general circulation in the City of Ottawa, once a

week for three consecutive weeks, namely on January 27th'

February 3rd and February 10th, L979;

AND WHEREAS the reasons for the ciesignation are set

out as Schedule rrBrr hereto;

The overall exterior appearance is
expressive of the building's beaux arts sty1e. The station is
particularly notable architecturally for its. impressive pil1ars,
extensive concburse, and high arched ceilings.
