A BY-LAW TO DESIGNATE TIIE REGENT THEATRE, 222-228 PICTON MAIN

WHEREAS pursuant to the Ontario Heritage Act, R.S.O. 1990 c. 0.18 the Council of a 
municipality may by by-law designate a property including buildings and structures 
thereon to be of architectural or historic value and interest;

designated under the Ontario Heritage Act, R.S.0.1990 c. 0.18. 

4. TI-JAT the provisions of this by-law shall come into force and effect on the day of 
final passing thereof.
