Royal .Oonservatory of Music Building) at 273 Bloor Street West 
of architectural value.

:EAS The Ontario Heritage Act, 1974, authori;,;es t'he ~unc:ll 
of a municipality to enact by-1'a,vs to designate :real property, includiQg 
all lf:he buildings and structures thereon, to be of historic value or 
interest; and 

WHEREAS the Council of The Corporation of the City of Toronto 
ha:s caused to be served upon the o\vner of the lands and premises 
lnlo,vn as the former McMaster College :building (no,v Royal Conser­
vatory of Music Building) a:t 273 Bloor Street West and upon the 
Ontario Heritage Foundation notice of intention to so designate the 
aforesaid real property and has caused such notice of intention to be

'Reasons for the designation of the for111er McMas'ter 
College ·buflding (now Royal Conservatory of .Music 
:Sµi.lding) at 273 Blo9r 'Street West. 

The ·fonner Mc.Master -College •building, begun in 1880 by Edmund 
'!Burke, ·is designated on ·a:rchitectural grounds ·as a ffne e~a:mple of ·the 
\Vork ·of a Toronto iarchitect of the nrst !importance. The ,bt111.ding is ·of 
architectural interest for ·sho,ving the style transition !from the ·earlier 
:High Victorian Gothic Revival to the Romanesque ReV'.iv:al. It is also 
• 

important in tenns of streetsca:pe 'both as a lo·cal l·andmark and as a 
unit of rt:he· greener ,and more- ·open University of "Xoronto-grouplng_ that 
breaks 0the. densely built-up character of Bloor'S.treet West. 
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
