Registry Office, North Yorl< at .l34 Main Street South, Newmarket, and

upon the Ontario Heritage Foundation, notice of intention to so

designate the aforesaid real property and has caused such notice of
intention to be published in a newspaper having general circulation in

the municipality once for each of three consecutive weeks; and

BE IT THEREF0RE ENACTED by the Municipal Council of the Corporation
of the Town of Newmarket as follows:

be publ i shed i n a newspaper havi ng general ci rcul ati on i n the
municipality once for each of three consecutive weeks.

South is worthy of designation for historical and architectural reasons.

The Reg'i stry Off i ce, the second to be bui I t 'i n Newnarket, "i s a

f inely-detai I ed exarnpl e of a un'ique bui I di ng type. It was constructed i n

1BB4 by Messrs. Page and Harris, Contractors, to the des'igns of John T.

Stokes, an architect of regiona'l importance who served as Engineer for

the County of York and, afterward, the Cjty of Toron'to. The

si ng1 e-storey structure, a repository for I and t'i t1 e records and

reg'isters of births, deaths and marriages, was designed to be completely

f i re proof . It f eatures two-f oot th'ick bri ck wal l s rest'ing on a stone

foundatjon, with a brick and mortar ceiling, slate roof and iron doors,

window bars and window s'ills. Bu'ilt in the formal Classic Rev'ival sty1e,

the design features a front gable plan with an impfied pediment across

the facade, stone drip labels and keystones over doors and windows,

classical detaif ing through decoratjve bnickwork, a projecting entrance

and two paired chimneys in the gable peak.

Historical Sketch:

The Corporati-on of the County of York
purchased two buil-ding lots frgm
blarissa ogilvie ror $tBoo.oo.l
A special committee instructed
John T. Stokes, County engineer, to
prepare plans and estimates for the
construction of the new North York
Registry Office.2

The Newmarket Era reported that construction
of the new building was to begin the next week.

o

The property represents a small- portion of the 1!0 acres of l-and
(f,ot 9+, Concession l, Whitchurch Township) received by Henry Crone
through a crown grant in 1804. Tj-mothy Millard acquired the land
in l-812 and, by the IB40s, the Millard family had the site divided
into building lots which were absorbed under registered plans l-ater
in the 19th century.

In 1882 the o1d Registry Office, constructed in fB63 on the corner
of Main and l,ot (wtittarO) Streqts to the designs of architect
John T. Stokes, was cond.emned . J The,, structure, described as " the
best piece of work north of Toronlorr* when built, stood until the
1950s- when it was replaced by a new fire hall. In October of ]BBJ
the Corporation of the County of York purchased two building lots
(later registered under different plans) on Main Street directly
north of the first office from Cl-arrissa Ogilvie for $fAOg.OO.
The site had. previously been developed by William Wal-lis;) in
May, 1884, Hutchcrgft and Micks recei-ved the contract to remove
the ol-d buildings. o

On March 4, 1BB4 a special- committee composed of the current County
Warden, E. J. Davis, and two former irrlardens, Erastus Jackson and
Wrtttom Rotvp-"' , directed Stokes, now County engineer, to prgpare
plans and estimates for the Registry Office. fn April ' 1.884, the
contract was put out to tender with instluctions that the building
would stand twenty feet from the street.T In May, 1884, tbe contiact
was awarded to Page and Harris tor $5250A00, the amount being
$rooo " oo to $zooo. oo l-ess -than expected. b
