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The building housing the Ajax Energy Corporation is one of the last
operating features of the Defence Industries Limited (DIL). This
utilitarian industrial plant wag built In 1941 forxr the spegific
purpose of steam energy production. The steam energy produced was
used for heat and powar for the munitions plant, the community
buildings and the workers' homes and dormitories, During the DIL
years, the steam energy was transported to the plants, homes, and
other buildings through a system of above-ground pipes. Remnants
of this system can still be seen exiting the steam plant. The
steam plant operated as public from 1955-1982.

This asymmetrical industrial building was constructed of concrete
blocks on a poured concrata foundation with a concrete deck roof.
The building is painted and 2 storeys high with the mechanical
gection having 3 storveys. In the 3 storey section, there is a
brick course and pilasters separating the bays. The window sills
of ¢ast stone with a drip edge, provide the only decorative touch.
The multi=-paned metal windows are original and they are in the
hoppar style with a cantral hinge to facilitate opening. On the
first floor, the windows are &6/3 and the second floor windows are
15 panes with a & light hopper opening. The original doors and
hardware remain with the doors of tongue and groove painted woed.
‘The tongue and groove pattern differs from the exterior to the
interior. On the exterior, the tongue and groove is in a vertical
in fashien, however, the interior shows diagonal tongue and groove.
These doors are all similer in fashion despite their different
functione. The stack for the plant 1lg poured concrete with
remnants of the forming used, giving it a sheathed appearance. The
eriginal drum holding tank for water is still present. The coal
hopper opening has been bricked ¢losed but is still visible.
