ABY-LAW TO DESIGNATE THE ADDITION OF THE MILLSTONE
FROM WELLAND MILLS DESIGNATION ,
LOCATED AT THE EAST SIDE OF PINE STREET NORTH, FORMER GALLAHER
PAPER LANDS, PREVIOUSLY 67 FRONT STREET NORTH,
NOW KNOWN AS 20 PINE STREET NORTH AS
BEING OF CULTURAL HERITAGE VALUE OR INTEREST

WHEREAS:

1. Section 29 of the Ontario Heritage Act, R.S.0. 1890, Chapter 0.18 authorizes the
Council of @ municipality to enact by-laws to designate a property within the
muricipality including all buildings and structures thereon, to be of cultural heritage
value or interest in accordance with the recommendation of Report PBS2007-72
adopted at a Special Council meeting held on September 18, 2007.

pursuant to the relevant provisions of the Ontario Heritage Act, R.S.0. 1990,

(&) ‘“Lands” means lands and premises and buildings or impro&ements thereon,
described in Schedule "A" annexed hereto and made part of this By-law;

The Municipal Solicitor is hereby authorized to cause a copy of this by-law including
a copy of the reasons for deslgnation, as stated in Schedule "B" to this By-law, to be
registered on the title to the Lands at the Registry Office for the Registry-Dlvision of
Niagara South in the City of St. Catharines,

4. The Clerk of the City is hereby authorized to cause a copy of this By-law to be served
upon the Owners of the Lands and upon the Ontario Heritage Trust and to cause
Notice of the passing of this By-law to be published in a newspaper having general
circulation in the City.
