This three unit brick 1865 terrace is an example of good simple row 
housing, The most notable features are the matching triple paned 
transom lights over the shed roofed door protectors. This row forms 
an integral part of the Wellington Street streetscape. 

158-160-162 EARL STREET 

The three 1867 dwellings in this 'brick terrace each have a segmental 
arched window in the first bay and a transomed entrance with label 
moulding in the second, Second storey windows are flat arched with 
gable roofed dormers above them. The west end, circular tower has 
windows joined by a narrow stone sill and a wider stone lintel, 
Above the lintel course in both storeys is a wide decorative terra 
cotta band which extends in the second storey to a moulded cornice 
supporting a high conical roof,
