Historically, 356 East Btreet, the home of Mrs Mona and the 
late Captain C. \·I o Fetterly ( east side bet,veen Dibble and 
Henry Streets), is one of the most exciting and interesting 
buildi.n.gs in the Prescott a.rea. The structt1.re ,.,as b1.1.i 1 t 
circa 1810 by Edi·1ard Jessup as a schoolmaster's residenceo 
From June 1812 to 1835 the building ,-,as in government hands 
and sa1t1 use as a barrack, mili tar-y hospital and store houseo 
The home 0£ stone construction is architecturally little 
altered from the origi,nal structure and still contains its

original interior moldings, floors an.d pegged beams o The 
building 0 s rare and elaborate net\'1ork of chi.mn.ey 0 s link three 
.fireplaces and a bakeoveno Archaeologically, the adjacent 
grot1nds contai.n remains of a s11rgery, an embrast1red stockade 
and other tempora,~y buildings dating from the \,/ar of 18120 
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
