REASON FOR DESIGNATION 

Constructed in 1887, this single storey, red brick school was the site of 
the elementary education of Elgin children until 1964. 

It features three multi paned windows along the 11orth facade, with a gable 
above each, the central gable being ornately curved. Two entrances are located 
on opposite sides of the building. A bell tower originally rested at the 
peak of tl1e roof. 
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
