The structure at 30 Russell Street Ea-s;t:, is recommended for designation 

as being of architectural and historical value. Designed by Thomas Fuller, 
Dominion Architect, the building was erected for use as a Post Office in 1894. 
The original building, 44' x 64', was 2~ stories with a single story wing on 
the north end which was 41' z 17'. In 1914 an addition on the north end filled 
in the corner of the courtyard and raised the L wing to 2 stories. The clock 
tower was added in 1915. 

The building is of local red sandstone on a foundation of Beckwith lime-
stone with stone trim from Nova Scotia.
