DESIGNATION OF PROPERTY
known municipally as 37 Saskatoon Avenue and also described as part of Mill House Block,

Plan 112, Town of Campbellford

REASONS FOR DESIGNATION:

»

The "T" shaped building, probabiy constructed about 1875, is built of coursed limestone.
It is approximately 30' x 24' at the front, while the rear is 20' x 24'. An unusual
feature of this house is the single vertical stone pattern bordering both sides of
the windows. The front windows have stone sills and all windows have vertical stone
headers. Windows are 2 over 2 vertical hung sash. The front doorway has a four-pane
transom and panelled sides. It appears that a veranda extended across the full width
of the front elevation.
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
