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Therefore be it resolved:

1. That City Council consent to the alterations to the property at 68-72 King Street
East to create a main entrance on the Mary Street North frontage and new
construction of a metal and glass canopy on the King Street East and Mary Street
North frontages; and,

2. That City Council direct the City Clerk to give notice of its decision to the owner of
the property and the Ontario Heritage Trust.”
