STATEMENT OF REASON

FOR DESIGNATION

6 McLeod Street

The house located at & McLeod Street is recommended for
demignation as a property of architectural and historical
value. Built in 1907 and 1908 for Martin Rosenthal, of
Rosenthal and Sonm, Jewellerz, the house war later
occcupied by Gerald Horace ﬁroun. Assirtant Deputy Minister

of Labour.

The demign of this Edwardian house is attributed to the
Ottawa architectural firm of Weeks and Keefer. It ism one
of the largest and oldest houses constructed immediately
following the 1905 residential subdivizion of this part

of Centretown.

The interior of the house is included in the designation
by virtue of the interior plan, fine woocdwork, plaster
detailing, original light fixtures and other period
féatures evident in the entrance hall, parlour, living

room, stairway and dining room.
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
