This letter serves to notify you that, upon the recommendation of the Town’s Museum and 
Cultural Heritage Advisory Committee, the Municipal Council of the Town of Fort Erie has 
considered an application under Section 34(1)2 of the Ontario Heritage Act for the 
demolition or removal of a building and/or structure on the property designated under Part 
IV, Section 29 of the Ontario Heritage Act, located at 1 Burns Place.
