Short Statement of Reasons for the Proposed Designation

The Music Building in Exhibition Place is recomroended for 
designation for architectural reasons. Built in 1908 as the 
Railways Building, it is one of several important Exhibition 
buildings designed by Architect, G.W. Gouinlock, in the Beaux 
Arts style. Three domed lanterns covering the unusual three­
part structure provide natural light to the interior spaces 
and give a distinctive and festive forro to the exterior. 
With its prominent doroes and classical detailing, the building 
is a focal point at the junction of Quebec Street and Manitoba 
Drive. The Music Building (1908), al.ong with the Press 
Building (1905) and the Horticulture Building (1.9()7), are the 
earliest Exhibition buildings suill'remaining, and with the 
Arts and Crafts Building (c.1912) and the Fire Hall (c.1912) 
form an irreplaceable related grouping of pre-World War I 
Exhibition structures all designed by Gouinlock •
