The Commercial Bank Building is recommended for designation for
historical reasons because of the association of the bank with tlie early
development of Torento and Ontario. The building is also important in
architectural terms as a particularly fine example of Greek Revival archi-
tecture and as the work of an important Canadian architect. In addition,
the building is significant as the terminatiqq of the vista south on
Jordan -Street, a vista preserved in the recent Commerce Court development.
