REASONS FOR DEDESIGNATION UNDER THE ONTARIO HERITAGE
ACT, RS.0. 1990, C. 0.18.

The property is located at Lot 17, Concession 4, in the geographic
Township of Woodhouse, City of Nanticoke, Regional Municipality of
Haldimand-Norfolk, being more particulatly desctibed in Instrument No. 222056
as Registered in the Registry Division of Notfolk (No. 37).

"Lhe Local Architectural Conservation Advisory Committee of the City of
Nanticoke received a request from the Marburg Community Hall Association to
dedcsignate the windows, and later the siding, in order that they may replace the
windows and siding with vinyl. Due to the Association’s limited financial
resources trestoring the windows and siding with the orginal wood features was not
a feasible option.

The windows and siding compdse the majortity of the reason for the
designation and in their absence the building docs not watrant a continued
designation under the guidelines of the Ontario Hertage Act.

On October 25, 2000 the Local Architectural Conservation Advisory
Commuttce passed a tesolution to dedesignate this property, which was further
endorsed by City of Nanticoke Council at its meeting on October 31, 2000,
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
