BEASONS FOR DESIGNATION

At the time of building, 55 Chapel Street
was one of the first and finest brick
houses and was located in the centre
of the village. It was built by Rev.
W. H. Iandon, from Batavia, N.¥., who
arrived in the area about 1822, and
was the first ordained pastor of the
Baptist Chapel. He later became the
fipst School Superintendent, Editor of
the Western Progress, Vice-President
of the Reading Society (forerunner of
the Public Library) and finally the
County Clerk. _ ~

Tn 1849 Lord Elgin, Governor General,
on an official visib to Woodstock, was
a guest in the Landon home. In 1851
Rev. Henry Revell and his wife occupied
the house, having moved from Ingersolle
Church meebings were held and it was
then known as The Hall., After Rev.
Revell's death in 1870, Mrs. Revell
conducted the first boarding school in
the house. & son, Robert Revell, was
mayor of Woodstock in 1876 and 1877



Mr. Ben C. Parker, mayor in 1926-27,
resided in this house for several
yeaI'So
