development of the Village of Elora. The building was constructed in 1865 to
serve the educational needs of the local community. lt is significant for its
association with many of Elora's most influential citizens, including Arthur Hollis
for whom it was built. The property has contextual value because it contributes
to the group of nearby former institutional buildings (schools and churches) in this
section of Elora along Henderson Street.

. Height and massing of the original two storey building
r Low pitched hipped roof
. Locally manufactured soft red brick exterior
. Brick radiating voussoirs over door and window openings
. Size and pattern of door and window openings
o Brick vestibule and original wood windows on Henderson Street facade
