416 Stewart Street has excellent architectural and cultural heritage value through
its historical associations and well-preserved design and construction. The home
was built on land originally owned by James Hall, a wealthy land owner whose
name is prominent in Peterborough’s political and industrial history as owner of
one of the first tanneries along Jackson Creek. Hall was Mayor of Peterborough
in 1855 and a Member of Parliament from 1872-73.

416 Stewart Street has excellent cultural heritage value as having been the
residence of Mr. Walter Paterson, a prominent businessman in one of
Peterborough’s earliest industries, the tannery originally owned by James Hall,
which became W. Paterson & Sons Tannery in 1867.
