Reason for Desig1·,ation 

217 Harbour Street -  

The dwelling probably dates from about 1850. 
One particular re.:\son for designating this building is its 
link w.Lth one of the most memorable of the Town's pioneers -
that famous innkeeper-and grain merchant Francis "Paddy" 
Walker. Tq.e very street, Harbour Street, on which this 
house stands originated with the efforts of Paddy Walker 
and a couple of other merchants opening a then-unauthorized 
street as a passageway to the harbo,,r. This brick cottage 
has been maintained almost to f.ts original state. The 
exterior wall, roof and verandah should be preserved • 
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
