Erected in .|897, it is a Bellcast, two sidedl mansard structure
with gabled dormers and its sjde to the street. with its regularity,
symmetry, rectangular form, and simplicity of construct'ion it is a
good example of a Lowertown vernacular double res.idence.

350-352 Cumberl and Street

The two and one-half storey wood frame double residence at 350-352
cumberland Street is recommended for designation as being of
architectural value. Erected c. .|860, it is a pitched roof structure
w'ith the side to the street and brick veneer on the north and east facades.
t^l'ith its regularity of window and door openings and rectangu'lar form,
along with its simpl!city of constructjon and matenia'ls, iI is a typical
example of a vernacular Lowertown double residence of its time.
