The building known as the former Gilmour Company Offices (also
Pearl Button Factory, former Municipal Office and former Quinte
Planning Board Office) is constructed of limestone and is the
only industrial/commercial building of its kind in the City.

The building was constructed circa 1852 for the Gilmour Compamy
which had a significant impact on the early growth of Trenton.
The building has a prominent location next to the downtown area.

The building is a simple structure constructed in a Tocal
vernacular. The building retains much of its original form.
The windows have been altered, but are sympathetic in feeling
to the originals. The window arrangement and door openings
aré intact or are visible in the stone arches. The cornice on
the front facade is intact.
